The weather forecast for tomorrow appears to be a redo of today with more heat in the triple
digits expected. Final school temperature readings yesterday at 3:00pm had temperatures
ranging between 83.6 to 87.2. This morning, an 8:00am temperature reading had temperatures
ranging between 79.5 to 83.3 degrees, by noon temperature readings increased to 83.5 to 89.2
degrees.

As you can see, the school is not cooling off at night and classrooms start the day warm and
quickly become hot; by noon today, we had already reached and exceeded yesterday’s 3:00pm
reading. Based on these internal building temperatures and the forecast for a repeat in the
current weather pattern a half day of school will be called for tomorrow, 9/8.

HS Driving and Student Parking Ugdate

Here is a MAP of our Parking Lot and Traffic Routes as well as the posted signs you will see. Key
points of the Map and parking and traffic plan.
e Drop off and Pick up traffic travels the perimeter of the middle parking spaces to the
designated lower lot Drop Off / Pick Up Areas.
o Three walkways connect the Drop Off / Pick Up Area to the High School
e No Drop Off / Pick Up is permitted in the Upper Lot unless due to physical need
e Middle traffic aisle is for middle row parking only
o Drop Off / Pick Up Traffic should not drive up the middle parking aisle

In addition to these posted travel routes and signage, the primary message for all student drivers
and parent / caregiver drivers is to be aware, cautious and patient when driving on school
grounds and to follow the posted signs for travel, parking and student pick / up drop off. Travel
speed should be no more than 10 miles per hour.
